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Administration according to good governance and quality of public administration
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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to know 1) administration according to
the good governance of government officials. 2) Quality of government administration in
Yasothon Province 3) Relationship between governance in accordance with good governance
and quality of government administration in Yasothon Province sample group is an official
in the provincial administrative office and the district office In Yasothon province, 10 sites
were used in this research. The research tool was a questionnaire on good governance and
public administration quality. The statistics used were frequency, percentage, arithmetic
mean. standard deviation and Pearson's correlation coefficient analysis. The results of
the research were as follows: 1. Administration according to the principles of good
governance of the provincial office and the district office in Yasothon Province Overall, it's at
a high level. When considering each aspect, it was found that it was at a high level in every
aspect. The arithmetic mean values were arranged in descending order, namely
responsibility, jurisprudence, participation. Value transparency, morality, respectively.
2. Quality of government administration in Yasothon Province. Overall, it's at a high level.
When considering each aspect, it was found that it was at a high level in every aspect.
The order of arithmetic mean values from highest to lowest were measurement, analysis and
knowledge management, followed by organizational leadership. Focusing on service
recipients and stakeholders The results of the operation process management Human
Resources in terms of strategic planning, respectively; and the district office in Yasothon

Province Overall, there was a statistically significant correlation at the .01 level.
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
