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The factors to promote successful management of the Sisaket Teacher Savings Cooperative
Limited
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Abstract

The purpose of this study were to study the level of opinion towards success of the Sisaket
Teacher Savings Cooperative Limited and to study the factors affecting the success of the Sisaket
Teacher Savings Cooperative Limited. The study determines the sample group used in the study by

quota method of 100 people, namely the cooperative operation committee of 15 people, staff



and employees of 41 people and 44 members of Sisaket Teacher Savings Cooperative. The tool
used is a questionnaire with a Likert Scale 1-5.
The research findings were as follows:

1. The factors affecting the success of the Sisaket Teachers Savings Cooperative
Limited as a whole were at the highest level ( = 4.66) is the cooperative factor between members
and cooperatives with an average of 4.62, administrative factors and service factors were averaged
4.61 respectively. The overall level of success of the Sisaket Teacher Savings Cooperative Limited
was at the highest level ( = 4.71) is the initiative aspect with an average of 4.75 , roles and
participation of members in cooperatives in terms of public benefit activities and conservation of
natural resources, the average was 4.72, the stability and economic status of the cooperatives was
an average of 4.70 and the ability to manage institutions was an average of 4.67.

2. The results of the analysis of factors promote successful management of the
Sisaket Teachers Savings Cooperative Limited found that the three factors were as follows:
Administration, service and cooperation’s field between members and cooperatives had a
statistically significant effect on the success of the Sisaket Teachers Savings Cooperative Limited at
.05 level and it's a positive result, with management having the most success. (Beta=.619) then the
aspect of cooperation between members and cooperatives (Beta=.354) and service (Beta=.315),
and these three factors can predict the success of Sisaket Teacher Savings Cooperative Limited by
46.90 percent.
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
